FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS




PLEASE READ THE INFO BELOW BEFORE APPLYING!

1. When and where is the Edgewater GRalley being held?


The Edgewater GRalley will take place September 17, 2011, from Noon-10:00 p.m. in the northside 

neighborhood of Edgewater.  The GRalley is set up along the 6200 block of N. Glenwood Avenue from             Granville Ave. to Rosemont Ave.
2.  How many booths will there be?


There is room for about 20 booths at the GRalley.  Each booth space is 10’ x 10’.

3. How do we market the GRalley?  

This year marks the fourth year of the Edgewater GRalley, and our marketing efforts continue to expand each year.  In the past, the GRalley has been advertised in The Reader, on WXRT, on billboards throughout Andersonville, Edgewater, and Rogers Park.  We have also made great use of advertising through social media sites such as Facebook, Twitter, and Constant Contact.

4. Who comes to the GRalley?

Anyone and everyone!  Attendance numbers have risen steadily over the past four years.  We are a family friendly event that draws from Edgewater, Rogers Park, and Andersonville.  The GRalley is just blocks away from Loyola University.  Additionally, we will have several live bands playing throughout the day which always attracts a fun music loving crowd!

5.  How do I apply?

The application process for the 2011 Edgewater GRalley runs from now until September 3rd.  You must submit an online application and $100 fee by September  3rd to be considered for a spot. There will be an additional $25 fee for applications received after September 3rd.

6. When and how will I know if I’m accepted?  And how do you make your decisions?

You will be notified by email whether or not you’ve been accepted within two weeks of receipt of your application materials.   We are most interested in the involvement of local businesses who represent the best that our far Northside neighborhoods have to offer as well as those who strive to be as eco-friendly as we can.  

7.  Can I join with another business?

Sure.  But please help us stay organized by applying all together, and listing one person as a main contact.  Include everybody’s business names and emails on the application and payment at the same time.  Participation at the GRalley is priced per-booth, so even if sharing a booth, the cost is $100.

8. Is my application fee refundable?

If you are not accepted, we will refund your application fee.  If you are accepted, you have until September 7 to cancel and still receive a full refund.  

If you have to cancel, you forfeit your spot at the GRalley and are not permitted to sell or trade your space.  We reserve the right to fill spots as we see fit.

9. If accepted, what does my booth fee cover?

Your booth fee includes a 10’ x 10’ booth space and a temporary vendor permit.  Business logos and links to websites will also be provided through our website www.edgewatergralley.com.  

Vendors are responsible for supplying their own display items.  Vendors are required to have a canopy for the 10 x 10 space.  Vendors may supply their own canopy and tables or these items will also be available for rent through us once accepted.   

10. Will I need a vendor’s permit?

No, the vendors will be listed as a group on our application for a City of Chicago Special Event Permit Application / Itinerant Merchant License Application.  We are required to provide your Illinois Business Tax Number on this application form.  We will request this number from you after you have been accepted.

When tax time comes around, you’ll have to pay income tax on all the items you sold and pay the sales tax to the state.  We recommend that you call the Illinois Department of Revenue and the IRS for more information:  IL Department of Revenue: 1-800-732-8866 or www.revenue.state.il.us.  The IRS number is 1-800-829-4933 or www.irs.gov.

11.  A final note…The GRalley is a main fundraiser for St. Gertrude’s Parish in Edgewater.  As a Catholic parish and family friendly event, we ask that businesses be mindful of the community we serve when selecting items for display and sale.  Any business interested in donating an item for our Silent Auction is also welcome to do so!  Please let us know and we will connect you with the right people!
